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Cleaning the grease filter   

The grease filters should be kept clean to minimise the risk of fire.

At least once a month you should remove and clean the grease 

filters with hot soapy water. You can also wash the grease filters in a 

dishwasher, ensuring that you place it in an upright position to prevent 

damage from other items in the dishwasher. After rinsing and drying, 

replace the filters. 

To remove the grease filters, pull open the handle on the grease 

filter. It will release at the handle side. Then lower the grease filter to 

remove it completely (fig. 2).  To replace the grease filter, repeat the 

steps in reverse.

Please note: 

Cleaning the grease filters in the dishwasher may lead to 

discolouration. This is normal and does not constitute a fault with the 

appliance.

Changing the charcoal filter (re-circulating only)

To ensure best performance of your extractor, you should replace the 

charcoal filters every four to six months, depending on use.

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Changing the light

Mounting your extractor

If the instructions provided with your gas hob state that the required 

distance between the hob and extractor must be greater than 

700mm, then that is the distance that should be observed; this is a 

legal requirement and may lead to your hob being disconnected from 

the gas supply and the installation being reported under RIDDOR (The 

height should be measured from the top of the burners).

IN THE ABSENCE OF ANY INSTRUCTIONS SUPPLIED WITH THE 

GAS HOB, THE MINIMUM DISTANCE BETWEEN THE HOB AND 

EXTRACTOR MUST BE AT LEAST 760mm.

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The width of any hob must not be greater than the width of the 

extractor installed above it.

Ducting and ventilation
For best performance and lowest noise output, we recommend the 

use of 150mm ducting. You can also use 120mm ducting but this will 

reduce performance. In general, the less ducting you use (i.e. distance 

follows:

• 4 metres with 1 x 90° bend.

• 3 metres with 2 x 90° bends.   

• 2 metres with 3 x 90° bends.

Longer ducting can be used but the performance of the extractor will 

likely be reduced.

Please note: Ducting components and ducting kits are optional 

accessories and have to be ordered, they are not automatically 

supplied with the hood. Use of ducting less than 150mm in diameter 

extractor.

5.  Place the chimney section over the body assembly, as shown in fig 

8.

6.  With the help of another individual, raise the whole assembly to the  

ceiling and fix securely in place using four screws appropriate for 

the  wall plugs inserted in step 2. Ensure that the supporting ceiling 

is strong enough to take the weight before releasing the extractor.

7.  Connect the ducting to the extractor vent outlet, securing it in place 

with a cable tie, duct tape or other suitable means.

8.  Finally, raise the inner section of the chimney to the ceiling and 

secure in place using the two small screws supplied

9.  Note that the electrical connection to the extractor should not be 

located inside the boundaries of the chimney. This is especially 

important if the extractor is to be used as a recycling device. 

There should be an isolation switch so that the extractor can be 

disconnected from the mains electrical supply after installation.

The metal casing of this appliance has been coated with a 

preservative to protect it during transport and storage.  This should 

be removed during installation by using a non-abrasive stainless 

steel cleaner.  Always follow the instructions given with the cleaner 

being used.
