•	 The manufacturer reserves the right to introduce changes, which do not 

affect operation of the appliance.

•	 Cooker hood is designed to remove cooking odours. Do not use cooker 

hood for other purposes.

•	 Connect the cooker hood operating in extraction mode to a suitable 

ventilation duct (do NOT connect the cooker to smoke or flue gas ducts, 

which are in use). It requires installation of the air extraction duct to 

the outside. The length of the duct (usually a pipe of Ø 120 or 150 mm) 

should not be longer than 4-5 m. An air extraction duct is also required 

for telescopic and furniture hoods in absorption mode.

•	 Cooker hood operating in air recirculation mode requires the installation 

of an activated charcoal filter. In this case, installing an extractor duct is 

not required, however it is recommended to install an air guide vane 

(Mainly in chimney cooker hoods).

•	 The cooker hood features independent lighting and exhaust fan that can 

be operated at one of several speeds.

•	 Depending on the type, the hood is designed to be permanently 

attached to a vertical wall over a gas or electric stove (chimney and 

universal hoods); on the ceiling over a gas or electric stove (island 

hoods); on the vertical built in furniture over a gas or electric stove 

(telescopic and built-in hoods). Before installing, make sure that the wall/ 

ceiling structure is strong enough to suspend the hood. Some hoods are 

very heavy.

•	 For details of the installation distance above an electric hob please 
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refer to product technical sheet If the installation instructions of the gas 

cooker specify a greater distance, this must be taken into account  (Fig.1).

•	 Do not leave an open flame under the hood.

•	 When the pots are removed from the burner, set the minimum 

flame. Always make sure that the flame does not extend outside the 

pot, because it causes unwanted loss of energy and a dangerous 

concentration of heat.

•	 When cooking on fat, supervise the pans constantly, because 

overheated fat can ignite.

•	 Unplug the appliance before any cleaning, replacing the filter or repair 

work.

•	 Cooker hood grease filter should be cleaned at least once a month, 

because the filter saturated with fat is flammable.

•	 Ensure adequate ventilation (air flow) if other equipment such as 

liquid fuel stoves or heaters are operated in the room in addition the 

cooker hood. When the cooker hood is simultaneously operated with 

burning appliances requiring adequate fresh air from the room to work 

properly, their safe operation is possible if under pressure around these 

appliances is a maximum of 0.004 mbar (this does not apply when the 

cooker hood is used as an odour filter)

•	 Do not lean on the hood.

•	 The hood should be cleaned regularly both inside and out (AT LEAST 

ONCE A MONTH, following the indications concerning maintenance 

provided in this manual). Failure to adhere to the rules concerning 

cleaning the hood and replacing filters results in a fire risk.

•	 If the power cord is damaged it should be replaced by a specialized 

service centre.

•	 Ensure that it is possible to disconnect the appliance from the mains by 

removing the plug or switching off the bi-polar switch.

•	 This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children)
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with physical, mental or sensory handicaps, or by persons inexperienced 

or - 7 - unfamiliar with the appliance, unless under supervision or in 

accordance with the instructions as communicated to them by persons 

responsible for their safety.

Control Panel

The control panel is equipped with touch controls. Touch one of the sensors

to enable the desired function:

•	 Low speed (1). Use this speed when cooking a little food with hardly any 

fumes. 

•	 Medium speeds (2 - 3). Use this speed when cooking multiple dishes at 

the same time with moderate amount of fumes.

•	 High speed (  ). Use this speed when frying or grilling, with large 

amount of fumes.

•	 Lighting on/off . The lighting operates independently of hood fan.

•	 Touch sensor corresponding to the selected speed to turn off the 

kitchen hood.

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Eco boost

Energy saving function. The energy saving function reduces speed 4 to

3 after 5 minutes of fan operation. The function is automatic and cannot

be turned off.

Off-timer

Use the off-timer to turn off the hood after a specified time. Use the off-timer 

to filter the fumes out of the air after cooking. The delay time is approximately 

15 minutes. To enable the off-timer at any fan speed touch the active speed 

sensor for at least 3 seconds. The sensor will flash. Flashing indicates that 

the off-timer has been enabled. To cancel the off-timer, touch the active 

speed sensor. The appliance will turn off. To turn on the appliance, set the 

desired fan speed. Cancelling the off-timer does not turn off the lighting.

User presence detection

Your kitchen hood features a user presence detector. If the user is within

the range of the detector for at least 2 seconds, the appliance lighting

will turn on. The lighting will automatically turn off approximately two

minutes after the user leaves the vicinity of the appliance. To enable 

or disable the function, touch and hold  for 3 seconds. Activation or 

deactivation of the function will be confirmed by the brief flashing of the  

indicator.

Pair your cooking hob and kitchen hood

This feature allows the hood to communicate with the hob. The feature is

only available in certain models. To pair both appliances, touch  to turn 

on the hob and set any heat setting on one of the cooking zones. This will 

prevent the hob from turning off after a few seconds. While the hob waits 

for the pot to be placed on the cooking zone, touch and hold  and  on 

the hood control panel for about 3 seconds, and the  indicator in the hood 
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will flash quickly. Then touch and hold  on the hob for a few seconds. The 

appliance will pair and you will be able to control the hood from your hob.

Note: Please note the pictogram on the hood control panel. The  indicator 

is not lit when pairing is in progress. The pairing status is indicated by a dot 

above the  sensor:

No dot - appliances are not paired

Flashing dot - pairing in progress

Dot steady on - appliances are paired

Control your hood from the hob

Manual mode: Touch  sensors on the hob to adjust the fan speed. 

Each time you change the fan speed a relevant indicator on the hood will 

light up. You can also change the fan speed by touching the sensors on your 

kitchen hood.

Automatic mode: Touch the  sensor on your hob and  (Auto) will be shown 

by the fan speed indicator. Now the fan speed will be adjusted automatically 

based on the heat setting of the individual cooking zones. In automatic mode, 

the kitchen hood lighting turns on and you can turn it off using the sensor on 

your kitchen hood.

Adjust light colour

When the lighting is on, simultaneously touch and hold 1 and  for a few 

seconds. The  indicator will light up continuously. Touch 1 or  to set the 

colour. Touch once to adjust the colour by 10% or touch and hold down to 

adjust the lighting colour. Touch  or do nothing for 20 seconds to confirm 

the colour.
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Extractor lighting

The lighting on your extractor uses energy efficient  

LED technology. If the LED system malfunctions, please  

contact CDA Customer Care.

Operating modes

Your extractor can be used in either of two modes - recirculation 

or extraction. The choice often depends on the specific installation 

requirements. Your installer will be able to advise which is best for you.

Note that when used in recirculation mode, the extractor will only 
remove grease and odours from cooking. It will not remove steam.
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Ducting and ventilation
For best performance and lowest noise output, we recommend the use 

of 150mm ducting, you can also use 120mm ducting but this will reduce 

performance. In general, the less ducting you use (i.e. distance and bends) 

the more efficient your extractor will be.

The lengths of ducting with minimal effect on performance are as follows:

•	 4 metres with 1 x 900 bend

•	 3 metres with 2 x 900 bends

•	 2 metres with 3 x 900 bends

Longer ducting can be used but the performance of the extractor will likely 

be reduced.

Please note: Ducting components and ducting kits are optional accessories 

and need to be ordered separately, they are not automatically supplied with 

the hood. Use of ducting less than 150mm in diameter will affect performance 

and increase the noise produced by the extractor.

The wires in the mains lead of this appliance are  

coloured in accordance with the following code:

As the colours of the wires in the mains lead for the appliance may 
not correspond with the coloured markings identifying the terminals 
connecting to the fused spur, proceed as follows:

•	 The wire which is coloured green & yellow must be connected to 
the terminal marked E (Earth) or coloured green.

•	 The wire which is coloured blue must be connected to the terminal 
marked N (Neutral) or coloured black or blue.

•	 The wire which is coloured brown must be connected to the 
terminal marked L (Live) or coloured red or brown.

If the mains cable of this appliance is damaged, it must only be 
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replaced by a CDA approved service engineer, agent, or other 
suitably qualified person.

IMPORTANT – ONLY USE A 3 AMP FUSE
The use of a 13A fuse can cause internal wiring damage which will not 
be covered under the CDA warranty.

Do not mount the electrical isolation switch behind the chimney 
section. It is a requirement that you must be able to isolate the 
extractor from the mains electrical supply after installation.

Product dimensions
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Positioning your extractor
When the extractor is to be installed above  

an electric, ceramic or induction hob, the  

minimum distance between the hob and  

extractor must be at least 550mm.

When the extractor is to be installed 

above a gas hob, the minimum distance 

between the hob and extractor must be 

at least 650mm.

If the instructions provided with your gas hob state that the required distance 

between the hob and extractor must be greater than 650mm, then that is the 

distance that should be observed; this is a legal requirement and may lead to 

your hob being disconnected from the gas supply and the installation being 

reported under RIDDOR (The height should be measured from the top of the 

burners).

IN THE ABSENCE OF ANY INSTRUCTIONS SUPPLIED WITH THE GAS 
HOB, THE MINIMUM DISTANCE BETWEEN THE HOB AND EXTRACTOR 
MUST BE AT LEAST 650mm.

The width of any hob must not be greater than the width of the extractor 

installed above it.
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Installation
Important: This appliance is heavy and should be installed by two people. 

The use of personal protective equipment is strongly recommended 

to minimise the risk of injury caused by any sharp edges left over from 

production.

1.	 Mark the position of the extractor mounting holes on the wall using the

A:  The height between the mounting holes and the bottom of the  	  

	 extractor – 380mm. 

X: 	 The width between the mounting holes – 400mm. 

h: 	 The required clearance distance between hob & extractor (fig. 7). 
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2.	 Drill two holes in the wall, insert suitable wall plugs and screws leaving 

10mm of the thread exposed, as shown below. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

3.	 Secure the chimney fixing bracket to the wall directly below ceiling 

height, ensuring it is centrally located in reference to the extractor 

mounting holes shown in fig 8. Drill two holes and secure the chimney  

in place using suitable wall fixings and screws.
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4.	 If the extractor is to be operated in extraction mode using ducting then a 

hole will need to be drilled in the rear wall or the ceiling to accommodate 

the 150mm ducting required.  

 

If the hole is to be made in the rear wall,  

it should be positioned more than 1cm  

below the top bracket and 30cm above  

the extractor mounting holes in the wall.  

 

If the hole is to be made in the ceiling,  

it should be positioned 10cm away from  

the edge of the ceiling. 

5.	 Lift the extractor onto the mounting 

screws on the wall and secure the 

ducting in place using an appropriate 

securing method, e.g. Duct tape or 

jubilee clip. 

6.	 Sit the chimney onto the body of the 

extractor and secure in place using the 

provided screws.
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Care and maintenance
Regular maintenance and cleaning of the appliance will ensure trouble-

free operation of the cooker hood and extend its life. Especially make sure 

that the grease filter and activated charcoal filter are replaced according to 

manufacturer’s recommendations.

•	 Do not use a soaked cloth, sponge, or water jet.

•	 Do not use solvents or alcohol, as they may tarnish lacquered surfaces.

•	 Do not use caustic substances, especially for cleaning stainless steel.

•	 Do not use a rough or abrasive cloth.

•	 It is recommend to use a damp cloth and a neutral detergent.

Note: After several washes in the dishwasher, the colour of the aluminium

filter may change. The change of colour does not indicate improprieties

or the necessity to change it.

Grease filter

The aluminium grease filter can be 

cleaned in the dishwasher or by hand 

using a mild detergent or liquid soap.

Dismantling of grease filter is shown 

on Figure 5. Acrylic filter is used 

in some models. This filter should 

be replaced at least once every 2 

months or more frequently if the 

appliance is used intensively.
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Activated charcoal filter

A charcoal filter is only required when the cooker hood is operating in 

recirculation mode. Activated charcoal filter can absorb odours until 

saturated. Charcoal filters are not suitable for washing or regeneration and 

should be replaced at least once every 3-4 months, or more frequently if the 

appliance is used intensively. The fitting and removal of the charcoal filter is 

shown in Figure 15.
